NAPCO 1008 CHEAT SHEET
To perform a designated hold down function, hold down the number that corresponds with the function for about 2 seconds until the sounder beeps.

[1] Test: This function sets off the siren and checks the battery. If the siren is not heard or isn’t loud then the battery needs to be replaced or the siren replaced.

[2] Display bypass:  this function will display any bypassed zones in the display.

[3] Display status: Hold this key down to display any zones that are open or if you have a blinking green light to show what zones are open.  Example: if you see a number 1 and a number 3 than you need to shut the door if it is on 1 and close the window if it is on 3.

[4] Instant protection: After you arm the system hold down the 4 key to get rid of entry delay on the doors.

[5] Chime: Hold down to put chime on the doors and windows, if you want to delete chime hold the key down until it beeps again.

[6] Telephone line test: Hold down to see if the phone line is connected to the system properly.  If you hear a pulsing sound that stops after a few seconds the phone line is good.  If you hear a long steady tone that does not stop than call your security company for service immediately.  To reset the sounder hold down number nine until it beeps.

[7]  System arming:  Is typically used on alarms to arm the security system.

[8] Code programming:  Is used to program in additional security codes or delete security codes.  Refer to your manual for programming security codes.

[9] Reset: Is used to clear a system trouble.  If this does not clear out the trouble call your security company immediately for service.

[S] Bypass: Hold down momentarily and press the number of the zone you want to bypass.

[S] Alarm History: Hold down for several seconds to find out what zones triggered the alarm system.

[*] [#] Hold up: Hold down momentarily to send a hold up signal to the central station for immediate dispatch.
